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Student Spotlight

Charlotte came to the Phoenix Center in 2008, when she
was |2 years old and has made tremendous progress over
the past two years at the Center. Her aggressive behav-

iors towards herself and others have drastically decreased
and her time spent working and engaging in activities with

her classmates has greatly increased.

When Charlotte first started at the Phoenix Center, she
had difficulty communicating her wants and needs in a way
that was appropriate and understandable for others. Char-
lotte would aggress towards others or cause harm to
herself, especially when she was frustrated and unable to
communicate her feelings. However, in these two short
years, Charlotte has learned how to communicate and socialize appropriately with others. She is communi-
cating yes or no, when she is finished, if she needs help, and if she does or does not want something. Char-
lotte is also working with a new augmentative communication device to help her communicate. It contains
pictures of her friends and staff which helps her identify with whom she wants to communicate. Nicole Pro-
tomastro, one of Charlotte’s teachers, states “Charlotte’s socialization skills are fantastic, and she does great
in group activities. She waits her turn to speak in group, and responds to peer and/or adult initiated greeting
using her device.” She is also forming relationships with people. Lynn Abelson, Charlotte’s speech therapist,
says “Charlotte has made so many warm connections with staff. She always stops people in the hall to say

hello.”

Charlotte has also made excellent progress in life skills. She is brushing her teeth with minimal assistance
from The Phoenix Center staff and her mother Pearl. Charlotte has also been gaining an understanding of
how to make the bed in the school’s dorm room. She understands how the sheets and pillows should be
arranged and loves to help her friends make the bed. Charlotte applies the skills she has learned to her
home setting. Her mother, Pearl, now has a helper in the kitchen and sees Charlotte making her bed. “She
loves helping me bake. We make brownies together and she will stir the mix for me.” Additionally, Charlotte
participates in a feeding therapy program at the Phoenix Center and has made gains using feeding skills such
as using a fork, spoon, and drinking from a cup. Her mother, Pearl, sees how much progress she has made
feeding herself at home. “Charlotte used to prefer me to feed her. Now she demands to feed herself. She

does not want to be fed.”

Charlotte also participates in the Therapeutic Horseback Riding program at the Phoenix Center. It was a
huge success for her. Marc Restaino, the coordinator of the program adds that he is very proud of Char-
lotte’s progress in the program. “Charlotte has done a fantastic job. She is sitting up straight when on the

horse, smiling and following directions. She is very focused and is very proud of herself.”

Charlotte’s growth at the Phoenix Center and at home can be attributed to the on-going collaboration
among her family, therapists, and teachers. Charlotte’s mother, Pearl, is constantly involved with Charlotte’s
program and growth at the Phoenix Center. Nicole Protomastro, says “Charlotte’s mom is incredibly sup-
portive of her daughter and the class she is in. She has come in on numerous occasions to run planting
groups with Charlotte and her classmates. She not only incorporates the academic aspect, but the sensory as

well, which really engages Charlotte’s class.”

Nicole Protomastro adds that she is very proud of Charlotte. “She is a fantastic girl! Charlotte is so funny
and has personality for miles! The progress she has made is absolutely incredible, and | am so proud of her.”

Her mother, Pearl, adds “l see a much happier kid. She is communicating more which is wonderful to see.”

We are very proud of her and all that she has accomplished at The Phoenix Center.

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Horticulture Therapy Program

One of our goals at The Phoenix Center is to involve our students
in activities and inform them of issues that their peers and family
members encounter as well. The environment is an important
topic for all ages, and in order to keep our community as “green”
as possible, we have introduced a Horticulture Therapy Program

to The Phoenix Center.

In-kind contributions from GeeKay Landscaping, O’Malley Con-
struction and grants from Columbia Bank Foundation, Novartis
Pharmaceuticals, and the Ramsey Area Garden Club have allowed
us to introduce our new Horticulture Therapy Program. The
space between our two school buildings has been transformed into
a beautiful outdoor classroom with a decked area with built-in
flower boxes and herb garden. We have engaged the services of a
certified Horticulture Therapist who, with our science teacher

The Phoenix Center began construction on the outdoor class-

room used to house the program last year and officially launched the Horticulture Program this Spring in hopes of touching all areas
of our students’ learning. The Phoenix Center’s Science teacher, Kelly Horst, explains, “Gardening itself can be addressed by all Core
Curriculum Content Areas, not just science. There are stories and articles the students can read about in Language Arts. The stu-
dents can research “cash crops” and regional agricultural products in Social Studies. They also have to use their math skills to meas-
ure the plots and determine how much soil is needed. Students can then track the growth of their plants. This is just a glimpse of

how the Horticulture program can be part of everyday content in the academic arena.”

The Phoenix Center is also looking to broaden our students’ functional skills. A school garden provides the students the means to
learn landscaping skills as well as how to plant and take care of different types of gardens, whether they are vegetable or ornamental.
It also allows us to visually demonstrate the difference between these types of gardens. Additionally, it teaches the students a market-

able skill and a hobby.

Horticulture also touches other areas of teaching the “whole student”. Occupa-
tional therapists work with students in this program to address different textures
and sensory needs. Physical therapists address muscle tone, balance, posture, and
coordination. Speech therapists work with identification and have students describe

what they see.

The program is still in its infancy but has been very successful in exposing the stu-
dents to plants as well as the joys of gardening. “The students love to get their
hands dirty. They seem to be learning an appreciation for gardening,” says Kelly
Horst. Classroom teacher Michelle DiDonato sees students applying information
they have learned in class to the program. “Many of the students are exposed to
information about plants and gardening through group science lessons, worksheets,
and teacher created materials. The Horticulture Program has given the students a
hands-on way to apply what they are learning!”
